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Some time ago, a dear Christian friend from Brazil mentioned¬
to me in an email message, how as of late, there has been a¬
renewed interest in, and dedication to, the Roman Catholic¬
faith in his country. This rekindling of the spiritual fires¬
from Rome has been due in part to a charismatic movement that¬
was begun by a certain young Catholic priest, who according¬
to my friend, seems to emphasize singing as a part of his¬
ministry. My friend wrote the following. Please note that I¬
have added a few punctuation corrections and a few words in¬
brackets, in order to make his message clearer to my readers:¬

Some months ago, a young Catholic priest, (he is also a¬
former gym teacher), appeared, and started a movement that¬
[has rekindled] the Catholic faith. The majority of our¬
slow-pace traditional Brazilian Catholics are now more¬
interested in their religion than prior to this young¬
priest['s] arrival.¬

[I have] nothing against [this] once Jesus is preached, but¬
the problem is that the movement consists of singing and¬
singing and singing.¬
¬
Once he said that he doesn't like to preach too much,¬
because if he preaches less than five minutes, God speaks;¬



if he preaches from five to ten minutes, the man speaks;¬
more than that, Satan speaks. (Can you imagine a priest¬
saying this to thousands of Bible-ignorant "christians"?)¬
¬

To begin with, I am sure that we can all agree that there is¬
absolutely nothing wrong with praising the Lord through our¬
songs. The Bible is literally full of verses which tell us¬
that we are to praise the Lord through word, song and deed.¬
Being as we are specifically dealing with the topic of song,¬
consider the following sample verses which are found in both¬
the Old and the New Testaments. Please note that there are¬
many more which I have not listed here:¬
¬
"Sing praises to God, sing praises: sing praises unto our¬
King, sing praises."¬

Clearly then, the Lord truly enjoys when His children sing¬
praises to His Name; for as King David also wrote "But thou¬
art holy, O thou that inhabitest the praises of Israel." Of¬
course, as I also point out in other articles, such as in¬
"Are the Gifts of the Spirit for Today?", we must make sure¬
that our praises to the Lord are not just dry words. They¬
must be backed by sound Christian doctrine and good Christian¬
living as well. In other words, we must not simply offer the¬
Lord lip-service through our songs, while our lives are void¬



of any semblance to the real Christian life. As I make clear¬
in a number of other articles, this was the problem with the¬
Jewish religious hierarchy which was in control of the Temple¬
during the time when our Lord walked the Earth almost two¬
thousand years ago. Allow me to remind you again of the¬
following verses:¬
¬
"Saying, The scribes and the Pharisees sit in Moses' seat:¬
All therefore whatsoever they bid you observe, that observe¬
and do; but do not ye after their works: for they say, and¬
do not."¬
Matthew 23:2-3, KJV¬

"He answered and said unto them, Well hath Esaias prophesied¬
of you hypocrites, as it is written, This people honoureth¬
me with their lips, but their heart is far from me."¬

To reiterate, singing songs to the Lord is worth absolutely¬
nothing -- in fact, it is pure hypocrisy -- if we're not¬
truly living the Christian life, and obeying and pleasing¬
the Lord as much as lies within us. Sadly, I have felt for¬
some time that this truth applies, at least in part, to the¬
extremely popular Contemporary Christian Music -- or CCM --¬
which is now broadcast on many Christian radio stations¬
across the United States of America. While I occasionally¬
enjoy some of the songs which are aired on some of our local¬
Christian radio stations, at the same time, I cannot ignore¬
the dark feeling which comes over me, which gives me the¬
impression that there is something dreadfully wrong with the¬
CCM industry. In other words, I sense something rather fake¬
and plastic about it.¬
¬
While on the surface the music sounds quite wonderful and¬
sincere, I must question how much of it really comes from¬
the heart, and how much of it is just dry, meaningless¬
words coming from the mouths of spiritless Christians who¬
are more interested in musical perfection, and who have¬
discovered that CCM is an extremely profitable business¬
venture for Christian musical artists in the United States¬
of America. What further disturbs me about CCM, is the way¬
some of our traditional hymns and psalms of praise have been¬
so modernized and given a rap beat, or jazzy tempo, etc. If¬



one didn't listen carefully to the words -- that is, if they¬
can even be heard -- he could easily mistake some of these¬
so-called "Christian" songs for the evil, lustful music which¬
is found on many ungodly worldly radio stations. Borrowing¬
from the proverbial phrase, I can only wonder if some of the¬
original writers of these sacred hymns aren't rolling over¬
in their graves because of the way in which some of these¬
modern musical butchers have corrupted their beautiful¬
musical praises to the Lord.¬
¬
What further alarms me concerning modern Christian music in¬
America, is the way in which some of these Christian musical¬
artists are idolized by their fans to the very same degree¬
as their worldly counterparts. Sadly, some of the CCM artists¬
apparently love to have it so. Brethren, these things ought¬
not to be! Consider some of the wise counsel which has been¬
offered to us by the humble Apostle Paul:¬

"But he that glorieth, let him glory in the Lord. For not he¬
that commendeth himself is approved, but whom the Lord¬
commendeth . . . Whether therefore ye eat, or drink, or¬
whatsoever ye do, do all to the glory of God."¬

"For we preach not ourselves, but Christ Jesus the Lord; and¬

For those of you who are involved in the CCM industry in the¬
United States of America, or in any other part of the world¬
for that matter, allow me to ask you a few questions. Who is¬
really being glorified and lifted up through your musical¬
ministry? Is it the Lord; or is it yourself and your band?¬
If you have adopted the practice of passing out autographed¬
pictures of yourself, just like worldly musicians, while you¬
present the excuse that this is merely to appease your fans,¬
it is obvious that you are seeking your own glory, and not¬
the glory of the Lord, and the furtherance of His Gospel. If¬
you think otherwise, then you are only deceiving yourself,¬
and the Lord knows the vain imaginations of your heart.¬
¬
If you happen to be guilty of this particular sin, I call¬
you this day to repent of your pride and your vanity, and to¬
humble yourself before the Lord and seek His forgiveness. If¬
you have been given the gift of music and songwriting, then¬
I hope that you constantly remember who it is who has given¬
you your gift to uplift the spirits and encourage the hearts¬
of other Christians. As the Apostle James tells us:¬
¬
"Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and¬
cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no¬
variableness, neither shadow of turning."¬
James 1:17, KJV¬
¬
Allow me to ask you a few more questions. Are you and your¬
music becoming more like the world; or is the world becoming¬
more like you through your godly music and shining Christian¬
example? Are people coming out from among the worldly body¬
of unbelievers and joining our Christian ranks; or are you,¬
and your fans, being slowly sucked into their ungodly and¬
worldly ways? As you can see, you carry a big responsibility¬
on your shoulders, don't you?¬
¬
As I explain in some of the articles which are listed at the¬
end of this series, it is dangerous for any church to place¬
more emphasis on music and song, or even on the Gifts and the¬
manifestations of the Spirit, than on the serious study of¬
the Word of God. Some people have become so sidetracked with¬
playing with their spiritual toys, that they have seriously¬
neglected the Giver of those Gifts, and the truths which are¬



found within His Word. Their churches have been reduced to a¬
night club atmosphere, and they only serve as weak Christian¬
entertainment centers. I find this truly sad.¬
¬
Returning to my friend's email message, while my response¬
may surprise some of my readers, I can actually agree with¬
some of the wisdom which is found in this Catholic priest's¬
words regarding how much preaching we should do with others.¬
In fact, the main thought behind his words appears to be very¬
Scriptural. That is, if this priest's words are applied in¬
the context of the following verses:¬
¬
"In the multitude of words there wanteth not sin: but he¬
that refraineth his lips is wise."¬
Proverbs 10:19, KJV¬
¬
"Be not rash with thy mouth, and let not thine heart be¬
hasty to utter any thing before God: for God is in heaven,¬
and thou upon earth: therefore let thy words be few."¬
Ecclesiastes 5:2, KJV¬
¬
"A fool uttereth all his mind: but a wise man keepeth it in¬
till afterwards."¬
Proverbs 29:11, KJV¬
¬
"Wherefore, my beloved brethren, let every man be swift to¬
hear, slow to speak, slow to wrath:"¬

Clearly, the previous verses admonish us to first be good¬
listeners, and then to choose our words wisely, and to limit¬
them to only that which must be said. Why? Because the more¬
we say, the more chance there is that sin and error will be¬
found in our words. I discuss this same topic of doctrinal¬
error in the article "Exposing the Tactics of the Enemy". As¬
I point out in that article, the Apostle James -- who wrote¬
some excellent advice regarding bridling the tongue -- wrote¬
the following in his Epistle:¬
¬
"My brethren, be not many masters, knowing that we shall¬
receive the greater condemnation."¬
James 3:1, KJV¬
¬
In the previous verse, the word "masters" is translated from¬
the Koine Greek word "didaskalos". Pronounced did-as'-kal-os,¬
it is normally translated as "teachers". Thus, what James is¬
telling us, is that we should not desire to be teachers;¬



because if we should teach something which is doctrinally¬
incorrect, the Lord may indeed hold us accountable, and will¬
judge us for it, unless we are open to His correction. I am¬
reminded of something that Jesus said in the Gospels:¬
¬
"But I say unto you, That every idle word that men shall¬
speak, they shall give account thereof in the day of¬
judgment. For by thy words thou shalt be justified, and by¬
thy words thou shalt be condemned."¬
Matthew 12:36-37, KJV¬
¬
As I have mentioned to my readers before, it is for this very¬
reason that you will find a "Last Updated" date at the top of¬
all of my articles. Being as I am only a fallible human being¬
who possesses limited human understanding, I must not only¬
remain open to a newer and clearer understanding of God's¬
Word as the Lord reveals more to me by His Spirit, but I must¬
likewise reflect those changes in attitude and understanding¬
in my articles, so that the Lord's hungry sheep are not led¬
doctrinally astray. In short, as I explain in the article¬
"Humility in Our Understanding of God's Word", performing¬
this kind of work for the Lord does require a certain level¬
of humility, because no one knows it all. So as you can see,¬
I take this writing ministry very seriously. I am reminded¬
of the following verses:¬
¬
"Now as touching things offered unto idols, we know that we¬
all have knowledge. Knowledge puffeth up, but charity¬
edifieth. And if any man think that he knoweth any thing, he¬
knoweth nothing yet as he ought to know."¬

While the Bible teaches us to be careful about what we say¬
with our tongues, at the same time, as I explain in articles¬
such as "Rightly Dividing the Word of Truth" and "Are You a¬
Burning Ember for the Lord?", there is a balance to be found¬
in the Scriptures. While we are told to guard our tongues,¬
and to watch our words, and our anger, we are also clearly¬
told that, as Ambassadors of Christ, we are to boldly preach¬
the Gospel, following our Lord's very own example. Consider¬
the following group of verses:¬

"And it came to pass, when Jesus had ended these sayings,¬
the people were astonished at his doctrine: For he taught¬
them as one having authority, and not as the scribes."¬

So as you can see, there is definitely a time to keep quiet,¬
and to wisely guard our tongues, and there is also a time to¬
open our mouths as widely as possible in order to make known¬
the glorious Gospel of Jesus Christ. If we fail to do this;¬
if we fail to let our spiritual lights shine brightly before¬
the world because of our pride, or because of our fear of the¬
opinions of men -- that is, because of the social disease of¬
political-correctness -- then the Lord will be ashamed of us¬
when we finally meet Him. So we must not be ashamed of our¬
faith. This truth is made evident by the following group of¬
verses:¬
¬
"Whosoever therefore shall be ashamed of me and of my words¬



in this adulterous and sinful generation; of him also shall¬
the Son of man be ashamed, when he cometh in the glory of¬
his Father with the holy angels."¬
Mark 8:38, KJV¬
¬
"Whosoever therefore shall confess me before men, him will I¬
confess also before my Father which is in heaven. But¬
whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny¬
before my Father which is in heaven."¬

power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to¬

While I do not agree with a lot of Roman Catholic doctrine,¬
it is possible that what this priest was trying to say, is¬
that God does not necessarily require that we speak a lot of¬
words in order to get His message of Salvation across to the¬
hearers. The primary truth of the Bible can be summarized in¬
a few short phrases and key verses which do not require a¬
lot of explanation; such as John 3:16, Romans 3:23, Romans¬
5:8 and Romans 6:23. The simple fact is that God's message¬
of Salvation was easily understood and accepted by common¬
people two thousand years ago, and it is equally understood¬
and accepted by many receptive hearts in the world today as¬
well. In fact, the Lord made it so simple, that even young¬
children could understand Him. It is all just a matter of¬
having faith, and believing it, just because God said so.¬
This is a topic I discuss in the article entitled "The Faith¬
of a Little Child". Consider the following group of verses:¬
¬
"And said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye be converted,¬
and become as little children, ye shall not enter into the¬



kingdom of heaven."¬

"But Jesus said, Suffer little children, and forbid them¬
not, to come unto me: for of such is the kingdom of heaven."¬

If the simplicity of the Gospel message has become difficult¬
and hard to understand in our modern day, it is due in large¬
part to the worldly preachers and theologians of organized¬
religion who have made the message that way through their¬
implementation of large words and difficult phrases which¬
are beyond the education of the common man. They use so many¬
doctrinal phrases to describe their particular position that¬
it really becomes confusing. It seems that today, one cannot¬
simply be a Christian. He has to be a Christian who adds a¬
variety of doctrinal and denominational adjectives before or¬
after the word "Christian".¬
¬
As some of my readers will know, personally, I try to avoid¬
all of that confusing nonsense; which is why I only refer to¬
myself as a Christian. No more, and no less. The BBB ministry¬
remains totally outside of divisive denominationalism. In my¬
articles, I try to write in a very straight forward manner.¬
If I think that my readers may not understand something I've¬
written, then I'll explain it further. I will try to simplify¬
and clarify things as much as possible. After all, I am not¬
trying to impress folks with large words. I am trying to feed¬
their souls with the Word of God and to bring them to Christ.¬
That is, if they are not already saved. If a person cannot¬
even understand the message that is being preached, then how¬
will they ever even come to a decision regarding Jesus Christ?¬
So in my opinion, all of this modern doctrinal mumbo jumbo is¬
really self-defeating. I discuss this subject in more detail¬
in articles such as "The Only Credentials You Need" and "The¬
Wisdom Of God vs the Philosophy of Men". The point is, we all¬
need to keep it simple if we expect to reach the lost.¬
¬
This was basically the same problem which existed 495 years¬
ago when William Tyndale printed the very first English New¬
Testament. Tyndale's goal was to reach the common man, whom¬
he referred to as the ploughman -- that is, the man working¬



in the field -- with the Gospel of Jesus Christ. As you may¬
know, contrary to Tyndale's desire to win souls to Christ,¬
the smug, religious elitists of the Roman Catholic Church of¬
that period debated doctrines in Latin and Greek; while at¬
the same time, they neglected the spiritual well-being of¬
their followers by denying them the Salvation which they so¬
desperately needed. In other words, they withheld the Word¬
of God from them in the common man's language.¬
¬
As I point out in a number of other articles, Jesus likewise¬
accused the Scribes and the Pharisees of being guilty of a¬
similar crime. In their case, those legalists used the harsh,¬
rigid requirements of the Mosaic Law to prevent people from¬
entering the Kingdom of Heaven. Just as the Roman Catholic¬
Church has done for literally centuries, the religious Jews¬
taught a form of Salvation that was based upon good works,¬
righteous acts, and paying tithes, and not upon the Grace and¬
Mercy of God. Is it any wonder then that Jesus blasted them¬
in the following manner?:¬
¬
"For they [the Scribes and the Pharisees] bind heavy burdens¬
and grievous to be borne, and lay them on men’s shoulders;¬
but they themselves will not move them with one of their¬
fingers . . . But woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees,¬
hypocrites! for ye shut up the kingdom of heaven against men:¬
for ye neither go in yourselves, neither suffer ye them that¬
are entering to go in."¬
Matthew 23:4, 13, KJV¬

Continuing our discussion from part one, sadly, to our own¬
shame, the situation hasn't changed much in our modern day.¬
While there are some men of the cloth who do have a sincere¬
desire to win souls to Christ, and to feed their flocks with¬
the sincere milk of God's Word, there is likewise a growing¬
number of modern preachers and theologians who appear to be¬
more interested in impressing each other with their doctrinal¬
dissertations which are full of impressive language which is¬
native to their profession. They expound upon their beliefs¬
in books, videos and DVDs which reap them a healthy profit.¬
¬
Just as bad are their companions in crime -- the so-called¬
fast-talking "Abundant Life" preachers a.k.a. the "Prosperity¬
Preachers" -- who love to fleece their flocks for all they¬
are worth, while they promise them the Moon. As I explain in¬
the three-part series entitled "Money-Making Bible Hucksters¬
and Mammon", as well as in a number of other articles, God's¬
Word refers to this wicked and selfish practice as "filthy¬
lucre". In fact, in his second Epistle, the Apostle Peter¬
very specifically writes "And through covetousness shall they¬
with feigned words make merchandise of you." You should know¬
that the Scriptures have absolutely nothing good or positive¬
to say regarding these unscrupulous individuals who use their¬
positions as overseers of the Lord's Church for financial¬
advantage. Indeed, they are a plague on our modern Christian¬
society. This becomes very evident by the following group of¬
sample verses:¬

You will find a more thorough discussion of this topic in the¬
articles which are listed at the end of this current series.¬
This brings us to our next point of discussion. The primary¬
requirement for any preaching of the Word of God, is that in¬
whatever form it takes -- in the pulpit, or online, or in the¬
public square, or in books and on DVDs -- it absolutely must¬
be God-inspired. That is to say, it must be inspired by and¬
empowered by the Holy Ghost. Otherwise, it will just be dry,¬
boring and fruitless. In speaking of how His Disciples would¬
appear before kings and the mighty men of the Earth, you may¬
recall that Jesus said the following in the three Synoptic¬
Gospels. That is, in Matthew, Mark and Luke:¬

"But beware of men: for they will deliver you up to the¬
councils, and they will scourge you in their synagogues; ‭¬
And ye shall be brought before governors and kings for my¬
sake, for a testimony against them and the Gentiles. ‭ ‭‭But¬
when they deliver you up, take no thought how or what ye¬
shall speak: for it shall be given you in that same hour¬
what ye shall speak. ‭ ‭‭For it is not ye that speak, but the¬
Spirit of your Father which speaketh in you."¬
Matthew 10:17-20, KJV¬

In case it isn't already evident, what Jesus is basically¬
saying here, is that we should not trust in ourselves, or in¬
our own human wisdom when it comes to sharing the Gospel of¬
Salvation. Rather, we must trust in the Holy Spirit to lead¬
and guide us, and in fact to empower us, as we carry out our¬
witnessing endeavors. We must let God's words flow out of us¬
-- and not our own words -- as Jesus appears to be saying in¬
the following verse. I have added a few more verses below it¬
as additional support for this Biblical concept:¬

"He that believeth on me, as the scripture hath said, out of¬
his belly shall flow rivers of living water."¬

The truth of the matter is that God has been working in this¬
same fashion since the days of the Old Testament era. The¬
Scriptures make it very plain that it has been God, by way¬
of His Holy Spirit, who has spoken through the mouths of His¬
holy men and Prophets. Consider the following set of verses¬
which verifies this point:¬

"And the anger of the LORD was kindled against Moses, and he¬
said, ‭Is ‭ not Aaron the Levite thy brother?

In fact, I will take this a step further by adding that we¬
must likewise trust in the Lord to bear the fruit which He¬
desires after we have planted the seed of the Word in a¬
person's heart. As I explain in the series "Parable of the¬
Sower: Salvation and Service" and in similar articles, God's¬
Word does not return to Him void. In other words, it does¬
not return to Him empty. It accomplishes whatever purpose it¬
was designed for, even if we don't immediately recognize it¬
as such. Not only that, but we need to recognize that God is¬
really the only one who can add lasting fruit to His Church,¬
according to His own Will and Plan. Consider the following¬
group of verses which substantiates these points:¬
¬
"For as the rain cometh down, and the snow from heaven, and¬
returneth not thither, but watereth the earth, and maketh it¬
bring forth and bud, that it may give seed to the sower, and¬
bread to the eater: So shall my word be that goeth forth out¬
of my mouth: IT SHALL NOT RETURN UNTO ME VOID, BUT IT SHALL¬
ACCOMPLISH THAT WHICH I PLEASE, AND IT SHALL PROSPER IN THE¬
THING WHERETO I SENT IT."¬

" ‭‭And they, continuing daily with one accord in the temple,¬

There was a time quite a few years ago when I was a young¬
Christian, when I employed what you might refer to as hard¬
sell witnessing tactics in order to try to win a person to¬
Jesus Christ. I could sit with a person for hours sharing¬
Scriptures with them, until they were finally pressured into¬
accepting the Lord; even if they weren't really ready to do¬
so in their heart. Now, while my zeal may have been laudable,¬
today, many years later, I have to wonder how many of those¬
poor people were actually saved by my actions, and how many¬
of them remain Christians to this very day. In all honesty, I¬
likewise wonder how many of them went through the motions of¬
praying with me, just so they could get rid of me. I kid you¬
not.¬
¬
Well, obviously, I have grown older and wiser; and nowadays¬
my witnessing methods and tactics are rather different from¬
my former years. While I am still more than willing to share¬
my faith, and my time, with any sincere, truth-seeker, I have¬
also learned to trust in the Lord more for the results, and¬
not just in my own flesh.¬
¬
As I mention in a few other articles, for a number of years,¬
before I became more housebound due to my age and certain¬
health issues, I would pass out small Gospel tracts which I¬
created on my computer. When doing so, I would rarely say a¬
word. If a person asked me what I was offering them, I would¬
simply tell them that it was about the Lord, or else that it¬
was an important message for them to read, and that was it.¬
That is, of course, unless they showed a deeper interest and¬
began to ask me certain questions. Now, if I had a captive¬
audience, such as when I was riding in a car, then I would¬



try to take advantage of the situation to deliver a fuller¬
Gospel message, depending upon the person's receptivity.¬
¬
The point I am trying to emphasize here, is that unlike in¬
former years when I felt I had to rely upon my own strength¬
and wisdom to win a person to Christ, I eventually learned¬
to demonstrate more faith by simply, and passively, passing¬
out my Gospel tracts, and then letting the Lord speak to a¬
person's heart while they read the Salvation message printed¬
therein. This more passive approach makes their Salvation a¬
work of God's Spirit, brought about through Godly conviction¬
and genuine repentance, and not through a work of my flesh,¬
or as a result of high-pressure witnessing tactics.¬
¬
In short, the bottom line is that no matter how hard and how¬
long we witness to a person, unless they are drawn by God's¬
Spirit, and convicted in their hearts by God's Spirit, all¬
of our hard work will be in vain. The length of our words,¬
or wordiness, won't make a bit of difference if God's Spirit¬
is not present. Yes, we may quite possibly reap a soul, but¬
the question is, will that convert endure in their newfound¬
faith? Or will they eventually fall by the wayside and¬
perish, similar to the seeds in the Parable of the Sower?¬
¬
To reiterate, as I mentioned earlier, it must be the Lord¬
who adds to the Church such as should be saved; because they¬
are the only ones who will last. So instead of being a wordy¬
preacher, endeavor to be a Spirit-led witness. This idea of¬
being drawn by the Father to Christ, and in fact being known¬
by the Father, is made evident by the following group of¬
verses:¬
¬
"ALL THAT THE FATHER GIVETH ME shall come to me, and him¬
that cometh to me I will in no wise cast out . . . No man¬
can come to me, EXCEPT THE FATHER WHICH HATH SENT ME DRAW¬
HIM: and I will raise him up at the last day . . . And he¬
said, Therefore said I unto you, that no man can come unto¬
me, except it were given unto him of my Father."¬
John 6:37, 44, 65, KJV¬

"And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never¬
perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand.

As I was working on this series, I began to imagine how¬
funny -- or perhaps sad would be a better word -- it would¬
have been, if when the Lord called His first Apostles, and¬
then sent them out two by two to preach the Glad Tidings of¬
the Kingdom throughout the towns and villages of Israel in¬
the tenth chapter of the Gospel of Matthew, they would have¬
said to Him something like the following:¬
¬
"But Jesus, please forgive us, and please try to understand¬
that we are really quite ill-prepared to take on such an¬
important job as preaching the Gospel. After all, Lord, we¬
have received very little proper theological training to do¬
this. At the very least, please allow us some time first to¬
write out our sermons on parchment."¬
¬
Or can you imagine Peter or Stephen standing on the steps¬
of the Temple in Jerusalem, frantically fumbling around in¬
their dusty robes, searching for that prepared sermon? "Oh;¬
I am sorry folks. There won't be a sermon today. It seems I¬
have lost my script." Imagine how many souls wouldn't have¬
been won on those days; and maybe Stephen would have saved¬
his life for a while longer. But you see, God's Spirit was¬
present on those days; and that is all that was needed;¬



because He was doing the talking, and not them.¬
¬
Please don't misunderstand me and think that I am totally¬
against prepared sermons. After all, in a sense, all of my¬
online articles are exactly that. They are Bible lessons¬
which I have laboriously researched and typed out for more¬
than twenty-five years now. In fact, to my delight, I know¬
from a few online communications that some pastors have used¬
my work in their sermons. However, at the same time, we need¬
to recognize that the potential problem with preaching from¬
a long prepared sermon, is that we may share what we want to¬
share, instead of what the Lord may really want us to share.¬
There is very little room -- and possibly even no room --¬
for intervention by God's Holy Spirit, unless the preacher¬
is really yielded to the Lord, and is willing to deviate¬
from his prepared sermon.¬
¬
Perhaps the hearers are really in need of something entirely¬
different from what may be included in the prepared lesson;¬
but they may never get it if the preacher is following just¬
his own program, and is not in tune with God's Spirit. Maybe¬
the sermon of that slick preacher was indeed eloquent, and¬
worthy of worldly praise, but was it really God speaking, or¬
was it just the preacher? Let's be honest with ourselves for¬
a moment. Many of the sermons which are preached in churches¬
throughout America today are lukewarm, politically-correct,¬
socially-acceptable diatribes that are specifically tailored¬
to offend no one, lest church members be lost, and the weekly¬
offerings drop. And we certainly don't want to lose our (501)¬
(c)(3) tax exemption, do we? I am reminded of the serious¬
warnings which the Lord gave to the Churches of Sardis and¬
Laodicea in the Book of Revelation:¬
¬
"And unto the angel of the church in Sardis write; These¬
things saith he that hath the seven Spirits of God, and the¬
seven stars; I know thy works, that thou hast a name that¬
thou livest, and art dead . . . And unto the angel of the¬
church of the Laodiceans write; These things saith the Amen,¬
the faithful and true witness, the beginning of the creation¬
of God; ‭ I know thy works, that thou art neither cold nor¬
hot: I would thou wert cold or hot. ‭ So then because thou art¬
lukewarm, and neither cold nor hot, I will spue thee out of¬
my mouth."¬
Revelation 3:1, 14-16, KJV¬

As some of you will know, some of these modern theological¬
teachers and pulpit preachers are paid to spout off a very¬



non-offensive, non-inflammatory, patriotic, worldly, secular¬
humanistic, ecumenical gospel which moves and motivates very¬
few people. How can it when it is so spiritually dead? Not¬
only that, but I have read a few online accounts here and¬
there where it has been reported that some pastors have even¬
been fired from their job by the church board, because they¬
refused to go along with the program. Now, whether or not¬
such stories are really true, I honestly do not know. So as¬
lamentable as it may be, in the words of German philosopher¬
and economist Karl Marx, in many modern churches, religion¬
has indeed become "the opium of the people", because the¬
people there are either spiritually drugged, fast asleep,¬
or already dead. And, as Jesus said, "Let the dead bury¬
their dead." -- Matthew 8:22.¬
¬
Another potential danger of relying upon prepared sermons,¬
is that while the Lord may have already said by His Holy¬
Spirit what He intended to say, the preacher may continue¬
speaking in his own spirit, by his own strength, and in his¬
own wisdom. While we want to follow the Apostle Paul's wise¬
advice by not quenching, or holding back, the Spirit -- 1¬
Thessalonians 5:19 -- we also need to make certain that it¬
is still God who is doing the preaching, and not just we¬
ourselves. Let's face it. It is very easy to become lost in¬
one's own zeal, and lifted up in one's own pride, possibly¬
due to a favorable audience reaction.¬
¬
For those of my readers who are Americans, you are no doubt¬
aware of the fact that certain Southern Baptist preachers,¬
traveling Evangelical preachers, and Pentecostal preachers¬
are notorious for putting on quite a show in the flesh. They¬
know how to emphasize just the right words, when to stomp¬
their feet, when to clap their hands, and do everything just¬
right in order to captivate their audiences. But how much of¬
it is really inspired by the Lord's Spirit, and how much of¬
it is just to make sure that the collection plate is filled¬
when it is passed around at the end of the spiritual circus¬
sideshow? You'll have to forgive me, but I just can't get¬
into all of that nonsense. I more amply discuss this topic¬
in articles such as "God's Golden Teeth, Or Satan's¬
Delusion?" and "Have You Been Slain in the Spirit?".¬
¬
Just as we saw earlier in our discussion regarding Christian¬
musicians, what may start out being Christ-glorifying, can¬
easily result in glorification of the preacher if one is not¬
careful. In the United States of America, it seems that many¬
Christians have their favorite preacher. Sometimes I'm asked¬



by my readers what I think of preacher so-and-so. More often¬
than not, I don't have an opinion, because I don't know the¬
person in question and I am not familiar with their doctrine¬
or ministry. I simply don't pay much attention to organized¬
religion, unless the Lord happens to place a certain issue¬
in front of me, and I am motivated to look into the matter¬
and then present my perspective on the issue. For the most¬
part, I mind my own business, and strive to keep busy by¬
abiding in the calling and ministry which the Lord has seen¬
fit to give me. This is in fact what the Scriptures counsel¬
us to do, as we can see by the following group of verses:¬
¬
"Yea, so have I strived to preach the gospel, not where¬
Christ was named, lest I should build upon another man's¬
foundation: But as it is written, To whom he was not spoken¬
of, they shall see: and they that have not heard shall¬
understand."¬
Romans 15:20-21, KJV¬
¬
"Let every man abide in the same calling wherein he was¬
called . . . Brethren, let every man, wherein he is called,¬
therein abide with God."¬

For we stretch not ourselves beyond our¬
measure, as though we reached not unto you: for we are come¬
as far as to you also in preaching the gospel of Christ: Not¬
boasting of things without our measure, that is, of other¬
men's labours; but having hope, when your faith is increased,¬
that we shall be enlarged by you according to our rule¬
abundantly, To preach the gospel in the regions beyond you,¬
and not to boast in another man's line of things made ready¬
to our hand. But he that glorieth, let him glory in the Lord.¬
For not he that commendeth himself is approved, but whom the¬
Lord commendeth."¬
2 Corinthians 10:12-18, KJV¬

"But contrariwise, when they saw that the gospel of the¬
uncircumcision was committed unto me, as the gospel of the¬
circumcision was unto Peter; (For he that wrought effectually¬
in Peter to the apostleship of the circumcision, the same was¬



mighty in me toward the Gentiles:) And when James, Cephas,¬
and John, who seemed to be pillars, perceived the grace that¬
was given unto me, they gave to me and Barnabas the right¬

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Continuing our discussion from part two, this problem with¬
preacher worship is nothing new. It causes problems today,¬
just as it caused problems almost two thousand years ago.¬
While I suppose it is okay to admire a preacher who has been¬
instrumental in your personal spiritual growth, and who has¬
perhaps served as a mentor to you, some people take it too¬
far, to the point of it becoming actual man worship or woman¬
worship. Even worse is when Christian bands, church founders,¬
preachers and cult leaders encourage or even demand this kind¬
of special attention from their followers. Over the years, I¬
have witnessed this dangerous behavior occurring with quite a¬
number of individuals; some of whom I discuss in a few other¬



articles. As I note in "The Gospel of Thomas: Introspection¬
or Heaven-Spection?", the Scribes and the Pharisees were most¬
certainly guilty of doing this, and Jesus did not hesitate to¬
expose their vanity. Consider the following group of verses:¬
¬
"BUT ALL THEIR WORKS THEY DO FOR TO BE SEEN OF MEN: they make¬
broad their phylacteries, and enlarge the borders of their¬
garments, And love the uppermost rooms at feasts, and the¬
chief seats in the synagogues, And greetings in the markets,¬
and to be called of men, Rabbi, Rabbi. But be not ye called¬
Rabbi: for one is your Master, even Christ; and all ye are¬
brethren. And call no man your father upon the earth: for one¬
is your Father, which is in heaven. Neither be ye called¬
masters: for one is your Master, even Christ. But he that is¬
greatest among you shall be your servant. And whosoever shall¬
exalt himself shall be abased; and he that shall humble¬
himself shall be exalted . . . Woe unto you, scribes and¬
Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye are like unto whited¬
sepulchres, which indeed appear beautiful outward, but are¬
within full of dead men's bones, and of all uncleanness. Even¬
so ye also outwardly appear righteous unto men, but within ye¬

The Apostle Paul likewise dealt with this issue of preacher¬
worship, or man worship, on at least one occasion when he¬
wrote to the brethren at the Church of Corinth. The Apostle¬
Jude also mentions a similar problem in his Epistle as well.¬
Consider the following verses and be warned:¬

"Now I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus¬
Christ, that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be¬
no divisions among you; but that ye be perfectly joined¬
together in the same mind and in the same judgment. For it¬
hath been declared unto me of you, my brethren, by them¬
which are of the house of Chloe, that there are contentions¬
among you. Now this I say, that every one of you saith, I am¬
of Paul; and I of Apollos; and I of Cephas; and I of Christ.¬
Is Christ divided? was Paul crucified for you? or were ye¬

As I said, today is no different. So many Christians flock¬
around certain preachers, or certain Christian bands, or the¬



teachings of certain church leaders, or certain cult leaders,¬
as if they are gods. My friends, this is modern idol worship.¬
But beware because our God is a very jealous God, and He will¬
not endure such foolishness forever. Now, while some of the¬
following verses are referring to physical idols, the spirit¬
and intent of these verses can just as easily apply to the¬
worship of real people as well:¬
¬
"Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them:¬
for I the LORD thy God am a jealous God, visiting the¬
iniquity of the fathers upon the children unto the third and¬
fourth generation of them that hate me;"¬
Exodus 20:5, KJV¬
¬
"For thou shalt worship no other god: for the LORD, whose¬
name is Jealous, is a jealous God:"¬
Exodus 34:14, KJV¬
¬
"For the LORD thy God is a consuming fire, even a jealous¬
God."¬

"Thou shalt not bow down thyself unto them, nor serve them:¬

You may also recall that in the Book of Revelation, when John¬
made an attempt to bow down and worship the Angelic Messenger¬
who spoke with him, he was prevented from doing so, as we see¬
by the following set of verses:¬

"And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he said unto me,¬
See ‭thou do it ‭ not: I am thy fellowservant, and of thy¬
brethren that have the testimony of Jesus: worship God: for¬
the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy."¬

had heard and seen, I fell down to worship before the feet of¬

Worship God. Can it be any simpler than that?¬
¬
Aside from self-glorification and man worship, yet another¬
danger which exists with some long-winded preachers is that¬
because of their pride, or their rebellion against Biblical¬
truth, they can become vehicles or conduits for teaching¬
erroneous and false doctrines. In other words, instead of¬
listening to the Voice of the Spirit, and gaining a proper¬
understanding of the Scriptures by the same, they instead¬
rely upon their own knowledge and human wisdom. As a result,¬
they end up with some really strange and twisted doctrines.¬
This reliance upon human wisdom is contrary to what the¬
Apostle Paul wrote in the following verses:¬
¬
"And my speech and my preaching was NOT WITH ENTICING WORDS¬
OF MAN'S WISDOM, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of¬
power: That your faith should NOT STAND IN THE WISDOM OF¬
MEN, but in the power of God."¬
1 Corinthians 2:4-5, KJV¬
¬
"Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain¬
deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of¬
the world, and not after Christ."¬
Colossians 2:8, KJV¬
¬
Please note that this problem with false doctrines is not¬
just something that happens within cults. There are certain¬
churches and denominations which likewise embrace doctrines¬
which are contrary to the Scriptures. Some Christians also¬
view them as cults as well, because the members of those¬
churches blindly follow their leader without question, or¬
else they adhere to the doctrines of their denomination's¬
founder, as if that person's teachings are the very word of¬
God. If you are observant, then you probably already know¬
who some of them are. I mention a few of them in a number of¬
my other articles as well.¬
¬
If you are a frequent user of the Internet, and particularly¬
of the social networks, then you will no doubt know exactly¬
what I am referring to, because for years now, these sites¬
have been flooded with all kinds of wannabe, self-proclaimed¬
"prophets" and "Bible teachers" who spew forth all manner of¬



ridiculous nonsense. In fact, earlier today I came across a¬
post on Facebook where this man had posted an image, taken¬
in Arizona, I believe, which showed the legs and clawed feet¬
of an unknown animal. The appendages were kind of red in¬
color, and seemed to be covered in mange.¬
¬
Well, believe it or not, but this fellow was apparently so¬
deceived -- and apparently deeply involved with conspiracy¬
theories -- that somehow he was trying to make a connection¬
between the image he had posted, and the beast which is¬
mentioned in the Book of Revelation. I mean, it was totally¬
off-the-wall, folks. It was utter nonsense. I come across¬
this kind of stuff all the time, and it just really makes¬
me shake my head. Such people have no business preaching the¬
Gospel of Jesus Christ. They need to stick their heads in¬
the Bible for a number of years, and learn the truth before¬
they try to be teachers of God's Word. They also need to ask¬
the Lord for some Wisdom and Spiritual Discernment, so that¬
they aren't so easily deceived by all of this online crap.¬
¬
At any rate, I have harped about these self-promoting online¬
deceivers for many years now. The tragedy is that not only do¬
they make the rest of us Christians look silly, but they also¬
discredit the Cause of Christ as well. Nonbelievers see all¬
of the nonsense that is posted by our misguided brethren, and¬
they wonder why in the world they would even want to embrace¬
our faith. They already believe that we belong in the loony¬
bin. So just seeing all of this nonsense makes the situation¬
even worse, insofar as us reaching them with the true Gospel.¬
Deception truly runs deep. I am reminded of the following¬
verse that was written by the Apostle Paul in his second¬
Epistle to Timothy:¬

"But evil men and seducers shall wax worse and worse,¬
deceiving, and being deceived."¬
2 Timothy 3:13, KJV¬
¬
Sadly, just as occurs with man worship, this problem with¬
false prophets and strange doctrines has also existed since¬
the Christian Church was first established during the First¬
Century. In studying the New Testament, we find quite a few¬
verses which demonstrate that Jesus and the Apostles found¬
it necessary to admonish their flocks against embracing the¬
strange doctrines which prevailed even at that time, and¬
the false prophets who claimed to have an anointing from¬
God. Consider the following group of verses:¬

"Then understood they how that he [Jesus] bade them not¬
beware of the leaven of bread, but of the doctrine of the¬
Pharisees and of the Sadducees."¬

"That we henceforth be no more children, TOSSED TO AND FRO,¬

As we have now seen, the fruit of the false gospel that is¬
preached and embraced in so many churches today is spiritual¬
lethargy, deception, compromise with the world, and sleep.¬
Should I even add death to that list? Because of this false¬
gospel, we have churches that look more like night clubs¬
than holy places of worship. We willingly accept gay and¬
lesbian bishops, pastors and priests. We give blessings to¬
same-sex couples. We freely throw our money at fast-talking¬
preachers. We give a pass to adultery. We dress as if we are¬
not in the presence of a holy God. And so much more.¬
¬
In contrast, the fruit of the true Gospel of Jesus Christ is¬
lives changed, as well as souls saved. Furthermore, unlike¬
the socially-acceptable, politically-correct, false gospel¬
which the majority of people like because it makes them very¬



comfortable, the true Gospel of Jesus Christ is offensive to¬
this increasingly rebellious and sinful world. It tells them¬
that they are not okay, that they are sinners, and that they¬
are in eternal danger unless they repent. It makes them very¬
uncomfortable. The true Gospel stirs up people one way or the¬
other, and it forces them to make a decision. They either¬
embrace the Gospel of Christ, or else they get angry, resist¬
it, and fight against it. As Jesus said in the Gospels of¬
Matthew and Luke:¬
¬
He that is not with me is against me; and he that gathereth¬
not with me scattereth abroad."¬
Matthew 12:30, KJV¬
¬
"He that is not with me is against me: and he that gathereth¬
not with me scattereth."¬
Luke 11:23, KJV¬
¬
The Apostle Paul said something similar in his two Epistles¬
to the Christian brethren at Corinth. Consider the following¬
set of verses:¬

"Ye cannot drink the cup of the Lord, and the cup of devils:¬
ye cannot be partakers of the Lord's table, and of the table¬
of devils."¬
1 Corinthians 10:21, KJV¬

"Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for¬
what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and¬
what communion hath light with darkness? . . . Wherefore¬

you, And will be a Father unto you, and ye shall be my sons¬
and daughters, saith the Lord Almighty."¬

So again, the true Gospel forces people to make a choice. It¬
does not allow them to remain on neutral ground. Contrary to¬
the false gospel which has been embraced by so many people in¬
organized religion, the real Gospel is divisive. Furthermore,¬
as many of us have already observed, it is quickly becoming¬
even more offensive, as well as more divisive, just as we¬
Christians are likewise becoming more offensive, and more¬
divisive, to the world, as each year passes, and as humanity¬
strays further and further away from the manner of living¬
which is ordained in the Scriptures. If you happen to be an¬
awake Christian, it is not difficult to see this. It is as¬



if God is separating the wheat from the tares more and more.¬
He is forcing everyone to choose their side. What side are¬
YOU on?¬
¬
My dear friends, let's face it. We are in fact headed in very¬
opposite directions. So how can a serious clash not occur at¬
some point? As I point out in articles such as "He Who Fights¬
and Runs Away: Choose Your Battles Wisely" and also in "Civil¬
Disobedience and Christian Persecution", if we stand up for¬
the Gospel, eventually, we will be subjected to persecution¬
in one form or another. In fact, I think it is safe to say¬
that while persecution against Christians in Muslim nations¬
has been around for quite some time now, we are now seeing¬
low levels of persecution against Christian people in Western¬
Christianized countries as well. Two of the catalysts behind¬
this rising tide of persecution are our Bible-based stands¬
against same-sex "marriage" and abortion. Exactly how bad it¬
will get in the foreseeable future remains to be seen. I am¬
not about to make any predictions.¬
¬
If you seriously doubt the divisive and offensive nature of¬
the true Word of God, then may I suggest that you undertake a¬
careful study of the audience reaction to the sermons which¬
were given by Jesus and His early followers, before worldly¬
compromise took its toll on the churches. As you will quickly¬
discover, while many of the common people gladly received the¬
Gospel, the organized religion of the day -- that is, the¬
Scribes, Pharisees and Sadducees -- and the government of the¬
day -- the various Herods -- did not. They were offended, and¬
they did strike back. These truths are made quite evident by¬
verses such as the following:¬
¬
"And blessed is he, whosoever shall not be offended in me."¬
Matthew 11:6, KJV¬

"And they were offended in him. But Jesus said unto them, A¬
prophet is not without honour, save in his own country, and¬
in his own house."¬
Matthew 13:57, KJV¬

Continuing our discussion from part three, as you can see,¬
the real Gospel of Jesus Christ results in offense, and in¬
division. The fiery truth of God's Word exposes the sins of¬
the rebellious, and it also separates the believers from the¬



nonbelievers, oft times even within the same families. It¬
divides the sheep from the wolves. Similar to myself, some¬
of you who are reading this series can no doubt attest to¬
this truth, because you have likewise experienced these¬
things in your own lives as well. Exactly as Jesus stated in¬
the previous set of verses, the First Century Apostles did¬
in fact suffer a lot of persecution at the hands of their¬
oppressors, due to their boldness in preaching the Gospel.¬
Following are some additional verses which clearly reveal¬
how this indeed came to pass:¬
¬
"Then shall they deliver you up to be afflicted, and shall¬
kill you: and ye shall be hated of all nations for my name’s¬
sake. And then shall many be offended, and shall betray one¬
another, and shall hate one another."¬
Matthew 24:9-10, KJV¬
¬
"And ye shall be betrayed both by parents, and brethren, and¬
kinsfolks, and friends; and some of you shall they cause to¬
be put to death. And ye shall be hated of all men for my¬
name's sake. But there shall not an hair of your head¬
perish.

"If the world hate you, ye know that it hated me before it¬
hated you. If ye were of the world, the world would love his¬

greater than his lord. If they have persecuted me, they will¬
also persecute you; if they have kept my saying, they will¬
keep yours also.
